Use the simplified application for the state of residence of the insured. A listing of the correct forms for each state is attached. Forms for use in NJ, CT, PA and DE may be downloaded from the BPS website:  www.bpsinc-online.com.    Contact us for the proper forms for other states.
NOTE: The product is not approved in Montana and New York. 

SIMPLIFIED LIFE APPLICATION

· The Affinity 7 par whole life product is used for Guaranteed Memories®.

· The only dividend option available is paid up additions (PUA) on the application.

· Part ll of the short form application needs to be completed in all cases. Additional space may be required. If so, use the form entitled “modification” so that the information provided can be dated, signed by the applicant and witnessed by the agent. While questions need to be answered accurately, details on the immediate prior ten years of health history and the immediate prior five years of prescription history are important.  

· In the beneficiaries section of the application, enter the following wording: 
“Refer to the beneficiaries listed on the accompanying 1048-ED3 document.” 

In addition to the application, the normal state-specific forms for writing permanent insurance in the state of the applicant are required, including a signed illustration. If an illustration is not used during the sales process, use form 4528.  ANICO will process the application, and the illustration will be a delivery requirement.  The policy must be illustrated and applied for using dividends buying paid up additions (PUA). Illustration software and a listing of state-specific forms required can be found on the above referenced AIP website.

FORM 1048-ED3 - “The Guaranteed Memories Form”
There are TWO versions of this form, one for: Michigan, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Maryland and New Mexico and a second for the remaining states. Only one copy of the correct form 1048-ED3 is required with the application.
NOTE: 
Form 1048-ED3 is also required at time of application, but not available on the ANICO web site.  You will find it on the BPS website with the other forms.  
DIRECTIONS FOR COMPLETING FORM 1048-ED3

· Where it states: “I hereby request that policy” you will not have the policy number at submission. Please leave blank.

· In the section entitled Beneficiary and Settlement Option Designation, Paragraph two, there are three boxes, one for $100, one for $250 and one for $500. Only one of these boxes should be checked.

· On page two of form 1048-ED3 immediately after line 6, the name of the person(s) providing the gift needs to be completed. This will be the greeting to appear on the birthday card.
REPLACEMENTS

The Guaranteed Memories concept is not to be used to replace existing life insurance. 

SUBMISSION OF APPLICATIONS

If you collect premium with the application you need to mail the application.  

If you apply C.O.D., you may mail the original application or fax the application or send it as an email attachment.
